CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  No.

COMMISSIONER BROWN:  -- you see those words, --
CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  No.

MR. PAGANELLI:  Well, they’re both --

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  No, --

MR. PAGANELLI:  -- going to be working on it for a while.

COMMISSIONER BROWN:  Okay.

(Whereupon, the Board discussed the following items:

MR. PAGANELLI:  The only other thing that I would just draw attention to the Board before you adjourn tonight is that Additional Information, Super Bowl Meeting.  
We don’t really know yet what to expect in terms of traffic for the Super Bowl; whether or not we’re going to get more aircraft.  We have met internally on a number of occasions.  We’ve met now with -- with the FAA, with the tower folks, we’ve met with our FBO, to just be ready.  

We anticipate, obviously, that Teterboro, Morristown are going to be heavily inundated but it seems as though the history from the other Super Bowls has been that some of the smaller outlier airports start to see more traffic.

So we are -- we are planning for it with a -- you know with a conservative budgetary approach.  We have not received any calls yet about it.  Our FBO has not received any calls -- I think he got one from some guy he said was -- he couldn’t understand him on the phone.  But we are making plans so that we are ready and, you know, we’ll go from there.  I mean we --

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  What sort of expense is there associated with additional aircraft?

What are we looking at?

MR. PAGANELLI:  Well, we don’t know if there will be personnel costs because I don’t know if I’ll need to have more of our guys in --

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Okay.

MR. PAGANELLI:  -- for -- so you may --

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Over -- 

Yup.

MR. PAGANELLI:  -- you may have some overtime.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  -- time.  
Okay.

MR. PAGANELLI:  We’re hoping that weather is good.  But if it’s not we may have snow removal needs, de-icing needs, --

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Okay.

MR. PAGANELLI:  -- Urea for the runway needs.

We may -- and the plan really is to move some of our based aircraft that are not currently flying across the runway to Bravo West, which is the area that you could see across the runway.  So that will be filled.  That kind of Wednesday to Monday.  And then utilizing other remaining spots for any of these incoming planes to the point that we may even use the end of one of our runways that we don’t think will be used.

COMMISSIONER BROWN:  What’s our capacity?

MR. PAGANELLI:  We think we have about a hundred -- depending on the size of the aircraft, we have about a hundred spaces that we can move aircraft into.

Whether or not that becomes -- you have to buy chocks or ropes, things like that.  Those are issues that we’re kind of going through with our FBO.

You know we’ve talked internally about, you know, is this a promotional even for us too?  So we want to waive landing fee.  We’re kind of all thinking not to waive our landing fee.  But if we get a lot of traffic we would like -- you know, we’re going to make money on fuel, we’ll make money on landing fees but it’s important for us to be able to get people in here and out of here.  

There’s been some talk at the FAA that they may actually schedule times for you to get in and out of here.  I don’t know if that’s going to work.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  What are our landing fees these days?

It varies by aircraft.  
Right?

MR. PAGANELLI:  Right.

Do you have a chart, Joe?

MR. GOMEZ:  Yes, sir.

MR. CALI:  I do have a chart.

MS. DILLON:  Just come forward.

MR. CALI:  Joe Cali, Project Manager and Accounts Receivable at the Airport.

Small single engine aircraft are $10.00.  And the largest aircraft is $75.00.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  So these guys aren’t gonna be driven by that --

MR. PAGANELLI:  No.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  -- whether they’re gonna come here or not because you charge it that’s for sure.

Okay.

MR. PAGANELLI:  Right.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Good enough.
MR. PAGANELLI:  We have -- we will need to enlist our FBO because he is the one that moves planes.  We don’t touch planes here.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Yeah.

MR. PAGANELLI:  And we had that conversation yesterday; we are not insured to touch planes and I don’t want to get into the plane-touching business.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  No.

MR. PAGANELLI:  And he is going to have to -- he is already planning on incurring costs for more tugs, more chocks, GPU -- something to heat up planes, and a couple of other things.
So we are still in conversations with him but our basic -- our basic conversation which I think was as of yesterday or the day before is really we’re going to let him use those spots without a charge from us.  We’ll still get our landing fees and our fuel.  And he’ll help us move planes around here if we get busy.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Um-hum.  And so I assume he’s promoting the Airport though?
MR. PAGANELLI:  He has not done a lot, I can say that.  And that’s kind of what led to our meeting on Monday.  Because I’m not a -- I’m not a marketer and I don’t know what’s important to a pilot.  So I was saying, you know, we’ll waive our landing fee.  And he was like --

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Aah.

MR. PAGANELLI:  -- it doesn’t really matter if you waive your landing fee.  And I think -- you know I think he’s really waiting for Morristown and Teterboro to hit their saturation point and then he is going to start to pick up the phone calls and then we’ll go from there.

We have -- the Board --

Go grab a football, Tommy, off of Lucy’s thing.

MS. SAPINSKI:  It’s on my desk.

MR. PAGANELLI:  When we did the Zoo this year, you know we did footballs for the Super Bowl.  He’s done some things like that.  He’s going out to --

What’s the thing called, Joe?

MR. CALI:  He’s going out to a NBAA meeting in Las Vegas.  I believe that is --

MS. SAPINSKI:  October.

MR. CALI:  -- next month or two months.

MS. SAPINSKI:  October I thought he said.

MR. PAGANELLI:  So he’ll have a booth there where he’ll do his regular marketing but he’s also marketing the Airport.

He’s done some ads.  There’s a website called flight tracker.  He’s got himself up on there for Super Bowl.

So, yeah, he’s -- he is going to face the lion’s share of making money or the lion’s share of spending -- 

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Of --

MR. PAGANELLI:  -- and not --

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  And losing.

MR. PAGANELLI:  Right.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Yeah.

MR. PAGANELLI:  And if weather turns bad for us we’re probably not going to see a whole lot of traffic.  But, --

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Yeah.

MR. PAGANELLI:  -- you know, we have to be ready.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  I assume that aircraft have to make reservations in -- in a circumstance like that so they know where they’re going and that there’s a space for them?
MR. PAGANELLI:  He thought that, in our meeting yesterday, that they would actually be making multiple reservations.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Oh.

MR. PAGANELLI:  They would reserve at Teterboro; they’d reserve here.

I think his plan almost is when they reserve, to take their credit card and --

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Charge them.

MR. PAGANELLI:  -- charge them.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Yup.

MR. PAGANELLI:  So, you know, we’ll -- we’ll see.  It -- you know, it can be a good event for us; it could be a nothing event.  We’re going to put our guys on notice.  
Tommy’s already working on a personnel plan for that week.  You know we may have to bring in -- again, if there’s snow, we may have to bring in others that maybe help us with the roadside or getting snow out of here because we can’t just move it to the spots we don’t have planes anymore.  We’re hoping to have planes there.

So it’s good, I think, Tommy and Joe have really jumped on this thing to try to start planning it out early.  You know if it was me it would be week before.  So, I’m -- I’m glad that them -- and Lucy’s been meeting with them, so we -- you know we have a plan and --
CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Okay.

MR. PAGANELLI:  -- try not to spend too much money on it but we don’t -- you know we don’t want to be in a situation where the State’s been given the Super Bowl and we can’t service people.  It’s -- it wouldn’t be good for the County or us.  So, --

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Um-hum.

MR. PAGANELLI:  -- you know, -- we’re planning on it.

So you’ll see; we’re going to -- Joe does agendas for us.  We’re going to add those agendas.  So if there’s something as you go through your packages you come across you have questions about, you know, maybe -- or you have any of your own input.  You know we’ve talked to them about rental cars.  So the -- you know, we have rental cars coming.  We talked about vans; he’s doing vans.

I mean there’s -- you know there are things out there that we’re trying to make sure that we capture all the different ways that someone may come here and need services.

All right?

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Okay.

MR. PAGANELLI:  Tommy, you have anything to add Super Bowl-wise?

MR. GOMEZ:  No.

MR. PAGANELLI:  No?

MR. GOMEZ:  Covered all.
MR. PAGANELLI:  Joe?

No?

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Okay.

COMMISSIONER BROWN:  Mr. Chairman?

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Motion to adjourn?

COMMISSIONER COHEN:  I was wondering if the Bears’ Stadium, if there might be any use of that during that period for anything?

MR. PAGANELLI:  There was a -- there was a pitch to have a Maxim Party, Super Bowl Party, at the Stadium, which I said no to.
COMMISSIONER COHEN:  Okay.

MR. PAGANELLI:  Yes, there was.

I -- 

Never mind.

It’s just too easy.  I just can’t.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Okay.

ADJOURNMENT

COMMISSIONER BROWN:  Motion to adjourn.

COMMISSIONER TORO:  Second.

MS. SAPINSKI:  Commissioner Brown?

COMMISSIONER BROWN:  Yes.

MS. SAPINSKI:  Commissioner Cohen?
COMMISSIONER COHEN:  Yes.

MS. SAPINSKI:  Commissioner Toro?

COMMISSIONER TORO:  Yes.

MS. SAPINSKI:  Chairman Rother?

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Yes.

MR. PAGANELLI:  Thank you, Commissioner.
COMMISSIONER COHEN:  Thank you very much.

Bye.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Bye.
