And really, what they’re trying to do is -- I think what they’re trying to do is they’re trying to say it’s a residential highest and best use for value purposes.

But for environmental credit and cap purposes, they’re saying it’s container storage land.

And so, you can’t really bite the apple both ways.

COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  Yeah.

MR. PAGANELLI:  And that’s what the litigation’s about.

We’re trying to figure out, between Judge Lombardi and Judge Carey which issue goes first.  We think the highest and best use goes first.  They’re arguing for environmental credit first.

So, we are trying our best to disseminate that information, because I don't want school children or -- you know, anybody hanging out in their neighborhood to wonder what is going on above their -- their sky.

Like I said, we’re honored that they’re going to use us.  I think it’s a reflection on the Board and airport folks.

The County Executive is going to do one of those robo-calls Thursday or Wednesday, just to let the Essex County residents know to enjoy yourselves, and it’s just people are using our airport, which is want we want.  So, don’t be alarmed if you see -- you know, helicopters going overhead.

The Sheriff of the County has brought out extra security equipment here, extra cameras.  He’s brought out a cruiser.  

Fairfield is also working with our airport folks to make sure that -- you know, there’s nothing untoward that goes on during the weekend.

We’ve taken our own security measures internally to make sure that -- you know, no one tries to do something to hurt anybody -- you know, that weekend.

So, I want to let the Board know, and I know some of you are politically connected, so as you go back to your jobs, or you go back to your other lives, if you can just let the word out so that people are not -- you know, are not alarmed.

It’s an honor, I think, that they’re coming here, so we feel very good about it, but we just don’t want it to cause any concern for anybody.

COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  Are they bringing their own security for the military helicopters that are going to be here?

MR. PAGANELLI:  I don't think so.

COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  Really?

MR. PAGANELLI:  I think that they feel pretty secure alone so -- 

COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  I would think.

MR. PAGANELLI:  Yeah.

COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  Yeah.  You don’t want -- 

MR. PAGANELLI:  And truth -- 

COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  -- somebody wandering in to an Apache attack helicopter.

MR. PAGANELLI:  No. We -- Tommy and Joe and Lucy have been working very hard on our security plans.  

Our security plans have been vetted by both Fairfield, the Sheriff, and Homeland Security.

We’ve given them access to a lot of our cameras, things like that.

So, I think we’ve done a good job of communicating. 

I just want to make sure you’re all aware of it.  I don't want any of you to be surprised that something -- you know, is going on.

And you know, I’m sure it will be a weekend that will go off without a hitch, but you know, we’re looking forward to it so --
