CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  All right.


MS. SAPINSKI:  So salary for Executive Director, twenty-two five.


Now I’ll do a motion again for that.

COMMISSIONER COHEN:  I’ll move it.


MS. SAPINSKI:  Okay.


COMMISSIONER KLINGHOFFER:  Second.


MS. SAPINKSI:  Commissioner Brown?


COMMISSIONER BROWN:  Yes.


MS. SAPINSKI:  Commissioner Cohen?


COMMISSIONER COHEN:  Yes.
