MR. PAGANELLI:  Mr. Commissioner, if I could just add one comment?


The amount on number 8 is about -- a little over $83,000.00.  It’s not stated on the agenda because we didn’t have it until this afternoon.


This is something that we’re going to take a hard look at through the year.  It is a double of our premium.


We’re being advised by our broker that there’s a lot of claims made against these policies in the industry, not by -- not our policy but a lot of claims are made against these policies in the industry and so premiums are going up I guess to cover those losses.


So we have talked to them about whether or not we’re carrying too much insurance.


We had the County Risk Assessor take a look at our liability policies to see if there was kind of co-coverage where we could cut this coverage out.  He went through it and said no.


But you should just be aware that this is a double premium for the same amount of coverage and we’re going to take a look at it during the year.


CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  And is this all of our coverage, everything, soup to nuts?

MR. PAGANELLI:  For public officials.


But this is not -- we have not seen those same -- you know we have not seen that same strategy on premiums for liability and other things.  It’s just this coverage seems to be going through the roof.


COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  Industry-wide or we’re not sure?


MR. PAGANELLI:  Industry-wide.


COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  Really?


MR. PAGANELLI:  Um-hum.


COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  So shopping it around really won’t make much of a difference?


MR. PAGANELLI:  No, she did it.


MS. SAPINSKI:  We did it.


MR. PAGANELLI:  I mean we could provide -- you know, we can shoot an e-mail out to everybody just so you can take a look at it but they -- they went through one, two, three, four, five, six, seven different companies --


COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  Really?


MR. PAGANELLI:  -- and got basically the same -- same feedback.


COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  Do we have a --


CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Are we covered by some indemnification provision in statute?


MR. PAGANELLI:  Not that I’m aware of.  I mean, you know, obviously on some tort we have -- we have Title 59.  But, you know, this is kind of going towards official making it a -- you know, a negligent decision or --

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Yeah.


MR. PAGANELLI:  -- harassment, sexual discrimination type things, --


CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Yeah.


MR. PAGANELLI:  -- things like that.


CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Yeah.


COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  Do we have --


CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  And the scope of the coverage is -- is for all of our employees, top to bottom?


MR. PAGANELLI:  Yes.


CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  And we -- we don’t have that many employees and appointed officials.  On a per head basis --


MR. PAGANELLI:  Correct.


CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  -- that seems very high; doesn’t it?


MR. PAGANELLI:  Yeah, I mean in fact this is a policy that covers us for $10 million.  We talked to the broker about -- you know, very few of us here could make a $10 million mistake, you know, in hindsight but, you know, she was -- she was pretty adamant that that’s the right limit to have.


You know we talked to her about taking it to five; talked about taking it to one.  You know she didn’t think there would be enough coverage if there was, for instance, a sexual harassment case. 


You know I deal with many of them at the County.  I can assure the County taxpayer I’ve never paid out $5 million on anything.  But, you know, that’s why I think it -- we need to place the insurance but we did tell her, look, this is something we’re going to have to study and kind of keep an eye on.


COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  Is there a deductible on this policy?


MR. PAGANELLI:  Yeah, it’s a hundred -- hundred thousand dollars.


COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  Do we gain anything by increasing that maybe to 200,000?


MR. PAGANELLI:  You know I didn’t ask her.  It’s really an SIR; it’s our self-insured.  We’ll pay the first hundred thousand dollars, which I guess is the same as a deductible.  I guess we could --


COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  Yeah.


MR. PAGANELLI:  -- talk to her about maybe raising that up.


CHAIRMAN ROTHER: Yup.


COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  Well, it might be ‑‑ it would be good information just to have.


I mean it could be that if you raise the deductible to 200,000 or the -- whatever, exclusion, 200, 250, you know maybe we save ten or 15 grand.

MR. PAGANELLI:  Yeah, it’s a good idea.  Yeah.


CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Who was the carrier?


MR. PAGANELLI:  The carrier is ACE (phonetic).


CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Are we eligible -- are we eligible to join a JIF?


MR. PAGANELLI:  It’s never been explored.  I know that there have been conversations of the County kind of starting a county-wide JIF.  And usually what I get is no one wants the airport in it.


I couldn’t say that maybe there’s not a JIF out there that we couldn’t take a look at and just cover the airport on its own.


CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Yeah.


And we’re talking about airport operations kind of liability?


MR. PAGANELLI:  Yes.


CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Yeah, I -- I would think that that’s worth looking at because you know from my experience, you know, municipal agencies have the same sort of risk.  I would -- and we don’t pay anything like that.


MR. PAGANELLI:  Yeah.


COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  Um-hum.


Well, Jim, one final question on this thing and that is while we -- if we vote to approve this, is it like most other insurance policies, if we change our mind and switch carriers or switch policies in two months, for example, that we get, you know, a change -- or maybe money back?


For example, if we explore this thing about increasing the -- you know, our bite at the apple and it reduces the premium, we could always make that modification through the year, right?


MR. PAGANELLI:  Yeah, I mean my simple math would be I’ll divide it by one-twelfth. 


COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  Yeah.


MR. PAGANELLI:  I’ll take those months off.


COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  It doesn’t always work that way.


MR. PAGANELLI:  It doesn’t always work that way.

MR. PAGANELLI:  Yeah, I know.  Well, that’s ‑‑ that’s my simple --

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Yes.


Just remind me, Jim, what did we hire Florio for?


MR. PAGANELLI:  Florio is working on really two aspects of Airport business. 


One is -- as the Board recalls, we’re doing our runway safety project, which is tree clearing ‑‑


CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Yup.  Yup.  Right.


MR. PAGANELLI:  -- on a number of off-site parcels.  Those who have been somewhat reluctant, Florio has been sitting with them and their counsel to try to work out different arrangements to get us access to get the trees down.


And then on number 22, 165, as the Board recalls, that was the parcel that was “lost” by the former Administration out here.


CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Yup.


MR. PAGANELLI:  The FAA wants us -- wants to release that parcel from like our Airport layout plans but has asked that we get a avigation easement over the top of the building so that they don’t go higher than they ‑‑ then the height of the building now.


And he’s been dealing with them on that issue.


Hopefully it all gets resolved; if it doesn’t, we may come back to the Board with some different tactics.


CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  What motivation do they have to cooperate at this point?

MR. PAGANELLI:  You know other than them wasting money and time, -- I don’t if they -- you know, it’s not like we’re -- we’re together.  It’s not like we have any relationship.


There -- there’s been in an ordinance in play for the longest time that controls where that building can go anyway.  It basically complies with the FAA Standards.  So I don’t know why they’re reluctant.  


We thought we had something worked out, you know, to pay them.  Kind of a nuisance value just to let us get the avigation easement filed and not waste too much money on attorneys.


That seems to have gotten somewhat side-tracked lately.  So, you know, if we have to we’ll take a firmer stance with them.


CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Okay.


COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  Okay.

Jim, 26, are we getting Homeland Security money?


MR. PAGANELLI:  Twenty-six.  We are getting Homeland Security money.  This type of -- when we filed for this there was a number of projects we listed.  You know they were kind of hope projects I guess I could say or wish-list projects.


The State has granted us 166,309.33; different than some other grants.  This grant is kind of more of a reimbursement grant.  So we’ll have to set up an account, we’ll pay it out and get it back.  But more cameras, some gate work, things like that, to try to make sure the Airport is hardened.


COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  And this grant represents approximately what percentage of what the estimated, you know, project costs are?


MR. PAGANELLI:  A hundred percent.


COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  Oh, it’s a hundred percent?


MR. PAGANELLI:  Yeah.


COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  Oh, wonderful. Well, that’s great news.

MR. PAGANELLI:  Yeah.


COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  Thank you to -- I guess Tom Gomez deserves a pat on the back, as well as --


MR. PAGANELLI:  Tom and Lucy --


COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  -- Lucy and --


MR. PAGANELLI:  -- and Joe.


COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  The entire staff here.
